Help Yourself to My Riches, But… 
 

There is a story of a king who once invited his subjects to come to his palace 
for a feast.  But, the invitation was of a different sort.  The moat around the 
palace had dried up.  Since there was no water, and no promise of rain, the 
king asked each one of those he had invited to bring a vessel filled with water 
for the moat.  Some of the guests brought buckets full.  Others brought cups 
full.  Still others brought snuff boxes filled with water.   
 
When they had finished eating and drinking, dancing and singing, the king 
said, “Now your majesty has a surprise for you.”  He threw open the door to 
his personal storehouse, and there was the king’s treasury, stocked up, over-
flowing:  money, jewels, precious perfume, every form of treasure.  
 
“Help yourself to my riches,” the king said.  “But you can only take home the 
amount of treasure that you can carry in the vessel in which you brought  
water.”
